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RATING AGENCIES FOR MICROFINANCE   
The rating agency board members met in Paris on the 
10th of June to draft a revised code of conduct with the 
consultant Deborah Burund. The document is to be 
presented during the next board meeting and the final 
version will be presented and signed during the General 
Assembly.  
 
AMT PARTICIPATION IN OTHER EVENTS 
The AMT coordinator attended the MicroCredit Summit 
in Nairobi, Kenya in April as well as the SANABEL 
Annual Conference in Syria, in order to improve AMT’s 
visibility. An information stand was held at each event 
and documents such as the investor directory, AMT 
brochures, the 2008 Transversal Analysis and general 
information on the investor’s fair were distributed. 
Contacts were made with a variety of stakeholders at 
both events. Kimanthi Mutua further represented AMT 
at the annual SPTF meeting which took place in Bern 
Switzerland and attended the Rating Initiative’s 
advisory board meeting.  
 
WEB SITE 
During the second quarter of 2010, the website 
registered over 956 visits from 63 different countries.

WHAT HAS BEEN HAPPENING? 
 
2010 STUDIES & PUBLICATIONS 
The study to compare data reported on the MIX to that 
which is collected by rating agencies has been drafted 
and was sent to the rating agencies and MIX for 
comments.  
Data collection for the 2010 Transversal Analysis of the 
Performance of African MFIs was started this quarter. 
The study is expected to be completed by the end of 
August and will be published in September.  
A variety of AMT working papers will also be drafted 
over the coming months including a pre-rating checklist 
for MFIs, a short brief on what investors look for in an 
MFI and how to negotiate with them, as well as an up to 
date explanation of the microfinance rating products 
available on the market today. 
 
AMT BUSINESS PLAN 
The business plan (2010 -2012) has been drafted and is 
pending approval from the board of directors. It will not 
only define the vision and strategy of AMT over the 
coming years, but will also serve as a fund raising tool. 
The plan will be shared with members once it is 
finalised.  
 
AMT  WORKSHOPS 
During the week of the General Assembly, AMT will be 
organising several workshops and trainings for both its 
members and other microfinance stakeholders. All 
activities will be centred around the theme of 
transparency and ratings in Africa. More details will 
follow soon.
